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The story of the Lion and the Nakhchiran is one of the most fundamental
narratives on the discourse of effort and trust.

The Rabbit, by claiming inspiration from the truth, represents himself as a leader
who can rescue the Nakhchiran from the lion. Rumi's ambiguous and ironic
descriptions of the rabbit have led some interpretations to consider it a symbol
of the divine spirit and others a symbol of the enemy of divine spirit, making the
rabbit's figure problematic.

1. Introduction

The story of the Lion and the Nakhchiran,
found in the first book of the Masnavi, is a
fundamental story about effort and trust.
In this story, Nakhchiran is the herald of
trust, and the lion represents the idea of
effort. The Nakhchiran asks the lion not to
invade their valley, and instead, the
Nakhchiran draws an animal for him every
day by lot. After long discussion about the
necessity of effort, the lion is finally
persuaded not to try and wait for the
hunters to bring his prey. One day, when
the lot is drawn in the name of the rabbit,
he refuses to go to the lion and, presenting
himself as a leader inspired by the truth,
devises a plan that will bring the lion to his
doom. Since the moment of the rabbit's
action is controversial as to why he did not
think of any alternative for the lion when
faced with sending other hunters, this
study examines the truth of the rabbit's
claim of trusting in receiving divine
inspiration.

2. Purpose, Literature

Review, and Method

The aim of this research is to present a

structured reading and identify the
various capacities and internal layers of
the story of the Lion and Nakhchiran. The
research method is descriptive and
analytical and based on discourse analysis.
Interpretations and research on this story,
such as those by Nicholson, Forozanfar,
Edward Joseph, Angaravi, and Akbarabadi,
have addressed the mystical
interpretation of this story. Several
articles, such as "An Analytical Study of the

However, no research has examined the
story of the Lion and the Nakhchiran from
the perspective of fear of death. The
difference between this study and
previous studies is that it focuses on the
moment of the rabbit's action and
redefining its face.

3. Discussion

In Roman mythology, Janus is known as
the two-faced god. His image depicts a
two-faced person who appears different
from each side. Unlike many gods who
have specific domains, Janus embodies the
concept of transition and change. The
rabbit in Rumi's story also has such a
position and has two different faces.
Before the lottery, the idea is based on
mere trust, and after it, it supports the idea
of effort. This transformation is due to the
necessity of life and self-survival, not
compassion for animals. The rabbit is on
the verge of death and must bring the
Nakhchirans with him and vote with him to
change the situation and break the pact.
Therefore, he resorts to metaphysics,
which is a determinant and a safe haven in
discursive entanglements and is very
effective in convincing the fatalistic
Nakhchirans. In the face of death, the
Nakhchirans' ultimate goal has been to
offer to send the bait to the lion and
postpone their death; after that, they have

surrendered to passivity. But the rabbit
wants to turn this negation into a
possibility, and what gives him strength is
the fear of death and, at the same time, the
hope of freedom from it, which he
achieves through strategy and action. In
the discursive framework, and regardless
of the mystical interpretation of the story
that ultimately adheres to the discursive
logic of the story, the fear of death is the
driving force behind the rabbit, not the
affirmation and inspiration of truth.

4. Conclusion

In the story of the Lion and the
Nakhchiran, the rabbit, like Janus, a Roman
myth, has a double face. From the
perspective of verbal discourse and until
halfway through the story, he, along with
the other Nakhchirans, symbolizes the
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idea of trust and, after the draw that falls
on his name, becomes the representative
of the idea of effort. The simultaneity of
the rabbit's fate and his actions is the key
to answering the contradictions of the
rabbit's face. From this perspective, he is a
selfish, self-interested, and expedient
animal. To advance his goal, he acts for the
benefit of everyone and presents himself
as a leader; he had no empathy for the
animals that were preyed upon by the lion
every day. Therefore, his action is not for
the sake of collective and moral good but
for personal gain. In other words, his
action is interpreted in fear and freedom
from death rather than as a leadership
aspect and inspiration from the truth. The
rabbit's delay in thinking of a solution to
destroy the lion allows Rumi to draw a dual
face of the rabbit with ironic descriptions:
a side inspired by the truth and a side
based on the fear of death.
